4. WATER REMOVING. The teams stand in a row. Each team has a glass full of water, a piece
of cloth and an empty glass at some distance. The members of the crew in turn soak a piece of
cloth into the water and squeeze it into their glass. The team who has collected more water, wins.

5. SHIPWRECK. All aboard! We are to survive! Each pirate gets on a chair (these are their
ships). One chair is removed out of each team — so the pirates are to use their friends’ “ships”.
Then another chair is removed... The winner manages to hold on minimum number of chairs.

6. DESERT ISLAND - 1. After the shipwreck the pirates find themselves on a desert island.
They are hungry, thirsty and they want to have a home. Each team is to make a list of words
meaning: 1) food 2) drinks 3) clothes 4) things for house. After 5 minutes they read their lists
and cross out the words that other teams also have. After we find out which words are left, we
announce that they will eat and drink this and that, wear this and that and use these and those
things in their homes!
